Pre- School

In the moment planning occurs in Pre-school, through tailoring experiences to match children’s needs and offering a wide range of art and
design experiences in the provision, children are encouraged to explore and play with different media and materials and share their thoughts
and ideas. They are well prepared to build on these experiences once they reach their reception year.

Reception
Expressive arts and design involves enabling children to explore and play with a wide range of media and materials, as well as providing

opportunities and encouragement for sharing their thoughts, ideas and feelings through a variety of activities in art, music, movement, dance,
role-play, and design and technology.

Exploring and using media and materials: children sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. They
safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.

Being imaginative: children use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways, thinking about uses and purposes. They
represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through design and technology, art, music, dance, role-play and stories.

Show different
emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear, etc.

Explore colour and colour mixing. Show different emotions in their drawings —
happiness, sadness, fear, etc

Explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and
feelings.

Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing
their ability to represent them.
